Spicy raspberry and cherry flavors
flesh out the backbone of this medium-bodied oak-aged Pinot. Owners Dave and Mary Hansen
have a lot going for them: ArborBrook’s neighbors up on Calkins Lane above Newberg are...
two of the state’s best vineyards; and their winemaker is Laurent Montalieu, considered one of
the best in Oregon.”
